June 14th Flag Day

In August 1949, President Harry S. Truman pro-
claimed June 14th as Flag Day. The first US
stamp to feature our flag, top left, was issued July
4, 1957, marking the 45th year of the 48 star flag.
This was also the first stamp printed on the Giori
rotary press, which was capable of printing three
colors simultaneously.

Alaska was considered a district of the US on Oc-
tober 18, 1867, when it was purchased from Rus-
sia, to August 24, 1912, when it was organized as
a territory. Alaska became a state January 3,
1959. A star was added to the flag on July 4,
1959 and a new flag stamp, top right, was issued.

With the formal transfer to the US
on August 12, 1898, Hawaii be-
came a territory of the US. On
August 21, 1959, Hawaii become
the 50th state. The final star was
added to current flag on July 4,
1960. This year, July 4, 2010,
will mark the 50th anniversary of
the 50 star flag!

Can it survive?

Much has been written over the last two years as
the recession has had huge impact on the USPS.
Volume has dropped from over 200 billion to 176
billion pieces. Workers continue to operate plants,
staffed to full capacity, but with little mail to proc-
ess. Big volume mailers have dramatically re-
duced their volume and of course email and on-line
banking continue to cut into the first class letter vol-
ume.

Many ideas have been made, including closing
post offices and reducing mail delivery to five days
a week. All the ideas together are just a tiny frac-
tion in the deficit that continues to mount. lIs it time
for the government to regain control of the USPS
and operate it as a service to the people?
